SOCIETY INFORMATION

BABU JAGIIVAN RAM NATIONAL FOUNDATION was established on 14th March, 2008 under the Socicties Registration
Act 1860 to propagate the ideology and philosophy of Late Shri Babu Jagjivan Ram. The society works to promote the schedules
caste and weaker sections of society through development schemes to promote social justice, to remove discrimination, to
empower the scheduled castes and underprivileged people of society as well as to bring about an attitudinal change in society to
abolish untouchability and caste based prejudice.

Significant Accounting Policies

Accounting convention

The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention, accrual basis of accounting and on going concern
basis in accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles and applicable accounting standards issued by the
Institute of chartered accountants of india.

Use of estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles requires management to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, disclosure of contingent liabilities on
the date of the financial statements and reported amounts of income and expenses during the year. Differences between the actual
results and estimates are recognised in the year in which the results are known / materialized. Any revision to accounting
estimates is recognised prospectively in current and future periods.

Taxation
Since the Society is governed under section 12A of the Income Tax Act, 1961, no Provision of Income Tax has been made.

Fixed Assets
Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition or construction less accumulated depreciation, All Costs including expenses
attributable to the acquisition and installation of the fixed assets has been capitalized.

Revenue recognition
i) Revenue from interest on Fixed Deposit is recognised on accrual basis.
i) Revenue from donation and membership fees is recognised on a receipt basis.

Provisions and Contingent Liabilities

Provisions involving substantial degree of estimation in measurement are recognised when there is a present obligation as a
result of past events and it is probable that there will be an outflow of resources. Contingent Liabilities are not recognised but are
disclosed in the Notes to Accounts when there is a present obligation that may. but probably will not require an outflow of
resources. Contingent Assets are neither recognised nor disclosed in the financial statements.

Cash and Bank
Cash and Bank includes cash in hand. demand OR Fixed deposits with banks, other short-term highly liquid investments.

The Management is of the view that all financial transactions of this foundation are according to the laid down rules as defined
and as per specified framework of Financial accounting as notified. There is no adverse items or transactions to report therein.

The Society has filed an appeal against the adverse Asssessment order passed under 143(3) of Income tax act for the Assessment
Year 2016-17 before the next Appeallate Authorities and the same is still pending at National Faceless Appeal Centre(NFAC).

*Cash withdrawl of Rs. 84000 is made with special permission of competent authority for incurring the expenditure of Birth
anniversary celebration. Out of which Rs.58.401 is spent during the financial vear 2023-24 and the balance amount Rs. 25.599 is
deposited in bank on 30th April. 2024.
